I think Jack is going
to do a short presentation, just briefly, about
the proposal fare changes and he's just going to
go over any additional public comments that were
(indiscernible).

JACK KHZOUZ: Excellent. Thank you,
Ms. Enright. I appreciate it and I appreciate
everybody getting back together in short notice.
Like I said, we're going just to go over the fare
proposal again very briefly and then make sure
that everybody understands the fare increases and
then, again, ensure that everybody has read the
public comments that came in and acknowledges
that we have accepted the Title 6 study.

So as I discussed the other night, our
fare increase will -- assuming we vote in the
positive -- would go into effect August 20th.
This really is to match the MTA fare increase
that's going into effect August 20th.

So the current base fare for an adult
ride is 2.75. the proposed fare increase 1is to

2.90, up 15 cents. Senior fare, disabled fare,
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both increased by a dime, from $1.35 to $1.45.
The student fare goes up to $2.25. Child fare --
I'm sorry -- student fare remains the same at
$2.25. The child fare and the transfer from the
MTA to Nice, assuming we keep the fare increase

in place, continues to be free for the transfer.

Child fare continues to be free. The transfer
from south -- from Suffolk County, Hart or Long
Beach stays the same at 25 cents. The single

ride E ticket goes from $3 to 3.25.

There are small increases in the seven-
day unlimited ride. A dollar goes up to $34.

The 30-day unlimited ride goes from 127 to $132
and the 20-pack E ticket goes from 55 to $58.
Additionally, we're proposing a 25 percent
increase -- 25-cent increase, I'm sorry -- in our
paratransit-based fare from 3.75 to $4.

Again, the last -- just to reiterate --
the last fixed route base fare increase was
implemented in 2015 so that was quite a while ago
and able-ride fare increase hasn't been
implemented since 2010 so these increases are
relatively modest. They would allow our riders
to not have to pay the step-up charge or a whole

other fare by going into the MTA. If we don't
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apply these fare increases, there wouldn't be
alignment between us and the MTA so those riders
would be affected negatively and the county would
lose out on the additional revenue.

So that's all I have on the fare
increase. We did, again, do a Title 6 study
which is mandated by the FTA. What the study is
intended to show is that by increasing fares, we
may have disproportionately affected certain
minorities, certain populations, or certain
economic groups within the county --
disproportionately to at the benefit of others.
The study does not show that disparate impact or
disproportionate burden so that we have applied
the increase accordingly across the whole
population equally.

So the public comments, as they were
before, I'm not going to necessarily read these.
I would assume -- Mr. Duroseau was the only one
that wasn't at the meeting last week -- I would
assume he read already but if you'd like, Ms.
Enright, I can reread them or we can -- whatever
you'd like us to do here.

JILLIAN ENRIGHT: I think it's okay.

We sent copies to everyone before this meeting

JACK KHZOUZ: Understood. Thank you
very much. So that concludes my presentation for
the meeting. Again, it's good to get everybody
back together again so that we can talk about
this.
